The official minimum wage in Alberta is $15 an hour.  
 
Housing costs vary. The average price to buy a single-family house is approximately $580,000. Renting a 
2-bedroom apartment could cost approximately $1,100 a month.

In Canada, students usually go to school 
from kindergarten (3 or 4) to grade 12 (17 or 18). After that, they can get a post-secondary education or 
start working.
