Saskatoon’s cost of living is one of the lowest among major cities in Canada, which means you pay less for
essentials such as housing, food and utilities. As of October 1, 2022, the official minimum wage of
Saskatchewan is $13 an hour.

Housing costs in Saskatoon vary. The average price to buy a single-family house is approximately
$530,000. Renting a 2-bedroom apartment could cost approximately $1,200 a month.
