This Reserve Force regiment originated in
Toronto, Ontario on 1 April 1946, when the '69th
Survey Regiment, RCA' was authorized to be
formed.’ It was redesignated: '69th Observation
Regiment, RCA' on 19 June 1947;? '1st Locating
Regiment, RCA' on 1 October 1954;® and '1st
Artillery Locating Regiment, RCA' on
12 April 1960.* It was reduced to nil strength and
transferred to the Supplementary Order of Battle
on 15 March 1965.°
