This increase and broadening of function led to the last major change in the
original organization. Recognizing that the aircraft ferry and the delivery of
cargo and passengers were, in effect, two sides of the same coin, in March 1943
the RAF chose to amalgamate all air transport operations under one functional
headquarters. As a result Ferry Command became 45 Group in the new RAF
Transport Command, with subordinate wings and squadrons throughout North
America. In addition, a second OTU (originally No 32 RAF, and then No 6 RCAF)
was established at Patricia Bay, BC, to prepare additional crews for long-range
transport, supply, and ferry operations.>*

The continually expanding project required more aircrew. American produc-
tion for the RAF was nearly at its peak — 3726 aircraft would be delivered in
1944 — and 390 Avro Lancaster xs and 626 de Havilland Mosquitoes on order
in Canada were beginning to roll off production lines in Toronto and London,
Ont. As these Canadian-built aeroplanes made their way to Britain, the pro-
portion of Canadians in 45 Group increased. Along with the 200 or so Depart-
ment of Transport radio operators and the remaining Canadian civilian pilots,
by June 1944, 634 of the Group’s 1330 uniformed aircrew belonged to the
RCAF.?5 Nevertheless, these air force personnel continued to be part of a British
operation.

As it turned out, however, the dominion’s formal entry into the field of
international aviation grew out of the ferry service. C.D. Howe failed in his
initial bid to have Trans-Canada Airlines participate in the ‘return’ ferry bringing
pilots back to North America. The United States, he was told, might protest the
use of lend-lease Liberators to benefit a civilian airline, particularly one publicly
owned. It was therefore wise to keep TcA and BOAC out of the picture for the
moment at least. When BOAC eventually gained responsibility for the return ferry
it offered TCA a share at some unspecified date in the future. Howe, however, did
not like the idea of the Canadian airline acting as a satellite of a British parent —
by using BOAC equipment overpainted with TCA markings, for example, or flying
according to BOAC schedules laid down in London.2¢

All Canadian attempts to purchase transport aircraft from the United States
also failed. It was not until March 1943, when the Air Ministry gave Canada the
Lancaster bomber sent to Victory Aircraft as a production pattern, that prospects
for an independent Canadian transatlantic air service improved. Modified to
carry passengers and freight, and with TcA markings, this aircraft made its
inaugural flight to England on 22 July 1943. Acquiring two more transport
versions of the bomber, the airline embarked upon a thrice-weekly round-trip
schedule in 1944. By the end of the year it had carried over one million pounds of
mail and 2000 passengers between Canada and the United Kingdom, paving the
way for a postwar network of international air routes.?”

The RCAF’s military transport service was no less an offspring of Ferry
Command. Beginning the war with only one light transport flight (upgraded to
12 (Communications) Squadron in June 1940) used to fly senior officers from
headquarters to the various commands, the RCAF evinced no interest in
expanding this role until Canada accepted responsibility for developing Goose
Bay in the summer of 1942. Though most construction materials could be taken
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in by water during the warm weather, the site was accessible only by air during
the long Labrador winter, and once plans for an American freight service fell
through it was up to the RCAF to assume the burden.>® In July Wing Commander
Z.L. Leigh, a veteran bush pilot and TCA instructor, was hastily brought to
headquarters and ordered ‘to get busy on the organization of a specialized
transport service.’*® In the beginning the Combined Munitions Assignment
Board hesitated to allocate suitable aircraft: transports, like everything else,
were in short supply in operational theatres, all of which had a higher priority
than the RCAF’s Home War Establishment. In January 1943, however, a number
of Lockheed Lodestars were made available to the recently formed 164
(Transport) Squadron, which immediately started moving the backlog of
663,200 pounds of freight destined for Goose Bay. In the spring the squadron
upgraded to Douglas c-47 Dakotas (military versions of the bC-3), enabling it to
carry as much as one million pounds of supplies and mail and 2200 passengers a
month.3° A second transport squadron, No 165, had been established in April,
and in time these two units, plus 12, 166, and 167 (Communications)
Squadrons, and 70 and 124 (Ferry) Squadrons combined under the RCAF’s
Directorate of Air Transport Command. Despite their considerable achieve-
ments, the RCAF’s domestic transport and ferry units were soon eclipsed by the
operations of 168 (Heavy Transport) Squadron, formed in October 1943
specifically to provide dependable ‘bomber mail’ service to the Canadian forces
overseas. By the end of the war its Dakotas, Liberators, and Fortresses had flown
to Scotland, Gibraltar, Italy, North West Europe, Morocco, and Egypt, crossing
the Atlantic 636 times.3"

In 1945, thanks largely to ferry and transport operations, transoceanic flying
was almost routine — a tremendous development in less than five years. In
addition to this general legacy, the British ferry organization made a significant
contribution to the RAF war effort that can be illustrated in statistical terms. The
9027 aircraft ferried to the bomber, fighter, transport, and maritime patrol
squadrons in Europe, Africa, the Middle East, India, and Southeast Asia
represented 8.9 per cent of total British aircraft production from January 1939 to
September 1945, and 12.8 per cent of this total less trainers and miscellaneous
aircraft. From a slightly different perspective, the total number of aeroplanes
ferried across the Atlantic was a little more than a quarter of all aircraft delivered
to the United Kingdom and British overseas commands from North America,
and 35 per cent of this total once trainers are subtracted from it.3*

While the BCATP provided a network of improved airfields in southern and
central Canada, ferry and transport needs did the same in the north. In the
northwest, the need to deliver American lend-lease aircraft to the Soviet Union,
and to supply and defend Alaska, brought us assistance in upgrading the landing
fields at Grand Prairie, Alta; Fort St John, Fort Nelson, Smeaton River, and
Smith River, BC; and Watson, Whitehorse, Teslin, Aislik, and Snag in the
Yukon — the North West Staging Route.33 In the east, the success of Goose Bay
convinced the us Army Air Forces that small fighter aircraft could be ferried
across the north Atlantic by staging through central and eastern Canada and the
Northwest Territories to Greenland and Iceland. Although very few aircraft were
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delivered this way, the American initiative produced a series of three airways
known as the Crimson or North East Staging Route, built by the United States at
a cost of $40 million: Fort Chimo, Que. — Frobisher Bay — Padloping Island;
Regina — The Pas — Fort Churchill — Southhampton Island; and Kapuskasing —
Richmond Gulf.34 When the RCAF once again began to assist in opening up the
Canadian north near the end of the war, it found that many of these strips could

be put to good use. Some were prominent in the early plans for the postwar air
defence of North America.
