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Inspection b11 the Major Gemral. 

On the 4th Ootober, the ~fojor-General inspocted tho Camp, and aftor n critical 
pon>onal inspection of every man by Companies io the forenoon, and a Brigade parade 
and Field-day in the afternoon, he issued a highly complementary order expressing 
his great batisfoction at tho creditable turn out. 

I regret to report that the behavior of tho men in Camp-the Engineers ex­
cepted-was not as good as usual, and also that several of them damaged the good 
name of their Corpa by firing blank cartridge out of the railroad cars during their 
return home. I need hardly express my opinion that tho Officers are greatly to blame 
far permitting such conduct. 

Buglers. 

••· There are hardly any Buglers now in the Maritime Provinces fit to sound the 
nece. :<nry calls for carrying out the duties of Camp at the proper hour (6). I W!'uld 
beg to imggest that tho ·e going to Camp mny receive 6 day's extra pay to practice 
before Camp, because unle:;s they do so their lips get tender and they cannot sound 
the cnll~tbe extra pay would only be given nt end of the Camp, after it bad been 
found the Bugler was efficient all the time. 

Oity Corps. 

I inspected the 62nd "St. John Fusiliers" on the 9th instant; the Regiment 
mu!'tered in full strength (7) and presented a highly creditable appearance-their 
field movements and attack in extended order were well done. The Battalion bas 
improvo<l greatly the last two years; they havo church parade once a month in 
i:mmmer, and weekly drills all through the year, and altogether are in an efficient 
state. The Officers have provided regulation Fusilier busbies for the whole Battalion, 
which adds much to their appearance on Parado. 

The St. John Rifle Company, which I inspected on the 9th instant, is a very 
smart Company of picked men, completely equipped and remarkably well drilled 
(8). I wa!; very much pleased with their apponrance. 

The .Ri~e .A.ssociat!on~ of t~e Province are in a fi?u.riohi.og co.edition, particularly 
the Pronuc1al ono, which lS domg much good by Rt1mulat10g rifle practice and en­
couraging others to join.

The Winnipeg Field Battery, 

Under the command of Bt.-Liout.-Col. W. N. Kennedy, wont into Camp on the 
19th June last, remaimng there twenty-four dayb, vi~ 1 until July l~tb 1 Oil wliich day 
they wore finally inspected by me and mustered out. 

As will be seen in the column of remarks in Tabular Form, thi~ en<'Umpmeot 
embraced two periods of annual drill, namely, that for lru;t year as well a tho prG-
seot. 

This long period of consecutive training had a very benofic•ial elfoct nn•i brought 
tho Battery into a very crodituble f.'ltate of efficiency, both horeos nnd men being 
well up to their work before leaving C:imp. 

'lhe Battery being encamped at Fort Osborne, I had every opportunity of 
observing their marked improvement from day to day, and I have much plcn ·ure in 
te.stifyiog to the assiduity and interest shown by both Officers and men (I). 

I attended the shot and shell practice of the Battery at Stony Mountain, both on 
the 2nd and 1 ltb July, on each of which occasion the firin~ was exceedingly <•redit­
able, though, owing to the length of time the fuzes have boon in store, they ure 
much doterio1ated and cannot be at all relied upon (2). This vory materially iuter­
fered with the score for "buret of shell" and was consequently very dii-cournging 
io tho marksmen who, in every other respect, had ma•lo i-ucb capital p1-R<'tic..i. I 
would strongly recommend that a fresh suppiy of ''Time Fuzo:i '' ho forwarded 
hero for the Ullo of tho Battery, in time for next year'9 prac· ice (H) a" tho<e at 
prssont in store are only calculated to mislead, and nre totally unlit for u~e on 
.active service. 

Tho Battery fired a "Royal Salute" in front of tho Penitentiary on tho 2nd 
July. Tho time was very good and the guns well ser'\"od, tbore being ouly two avail-
able for this purpose. 

Dismounting nod <litimnntling guns and carriages, then remounting nnd coming 
into action, agninst time, was tho principn.l feature of tho drill at (11.,pection. 

Tho Officor~ giving liberal prizes for this compelition. it was well contoi;tod, 
and tho time mado-gonerally very good, the winning detachment making ns good 
time as any on record in tho Dominion. Tbore were aloo prize.~ given OD that 
occai .. ion fot• best groomed teams, nn<l bosl cleaned hnrno~s, trnpping'l :tr.d guns, for 
all of 'd1ich there wns keen competition, nttended with highly t-:iti,..factory rO::lults. 
Throughout tho encnmpmoot tbo Battery behaved in nn orderly nnd soldiediko 
manno1., and Guards wore mounted ancl Sentries pol'tcd with regularity, nod every 
thing wn-i curried out with proper d1sciplino nod in accordance with Regulations 
and 01don; for Encumpments. 

llnring tho recent oloctions nt Rat Portage, in September IMt, on n duly signed 
rC'rioi~ition from tho Mayor and Mngistraled of that municipality, I ordered &

'rho formation by Ga=ette of 9Lh .No,ember of the UOth D.ittalion, Winnipeg 
Rifle", in acconiunco with tho recommendation contained iu my lust Aunnul Roport, 
ba."l i11f'u~od new lifo into Militnry cin:lc:; hl re, and promi ... e:i to engender n '~holosomo 
spirit of omulat1on mo:;t bonoficiul to tho \'l'Olfare of tho Force. 'l'ho G Companies of 
tho new Battnlion are ulroady nourly filled up, nn<l. any delay in their completion is 
now only co11sequont upon tho uc::1ire of tho Olficor in command of each to till bis 
rnnk-1 with the most do~irnblc cl:\><S of rocruit.:3. .Nos. 1, 4, und 6 Comp:ll1io:; are, iu.

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adding to their t:1trength say, one Company from Porfago La Prairie, nnd ono from 
Brandon, both of which plnco:'l are most do"'irouo of, and h:lve frequen tly applied for, 
permi ion to organize Corp~ for their own protection, as well as for that of the 
country goucrnlly (9). 

. I nm ah;o ~ivcn to undert>tand, on tho best authority, that a fine Cavalry Troop, 
or l1ountod Infantry Company, owning their own horses, can be easily obtained ut 
Stony ~fountain and vicinity, of which .Mr. S. Bedson, Wm·den of the Penitentiary, 
would be willing to take command. Nor do I consider that such a force as that I 
have mentioned, or even a larger one, would be in way any disproportionate to the 
great interests involved in the protection of life and property in this vast and valu­able country. 

Bounded, as Manitoba is, upon the west by the still powerful, though yet peaceful, 
tribes of Iodian1:1, the tenure of whose friendship is now more than ever likely to 
bocome matter of uncertainty in tho immediate fntnre; and on the eouth by the 
disaffected tribes of Indians of the United States, from whom we are at any time 
liable to be obliged to defend our herds and granaries (to say nothing of our homes 
and fomilies), would it not be prudent to take every precaution to fortify ourselves 
again. t noi.sible contingencies, by taking advantage of the voluntary offers of the 
oone and i,inew of the country to enroll themselves in the ranks of its defenders (JO), 
and pre11nro tbem~elvee for this important duty, should it ev~r be required of t~ 
by devoting a , mall portion of their leisure to the acquirement of tho nccci, .. nry 
training to fit them for this purpose. 

Surely this Western District bas a reasonable right to expect that the Govern­
tnont of Canada will deal liberally with it, and nfford young men the opportunity of 
carrying out their most praiseworthy wishes in this respect. 

Io tho snme connection I would beg most reRpectfully to urge the advisability 
of the re>organizatioo, or, more properly, tho orgnni::ation, of the North West Corps~ 
which, although now more than three years onrollod, and shortly afterwards out­
fitted with n1·mi-, ammunition nod saddlory, have novor since been assembled for 
di ill, in consoquenco of no uniform having, up to tho present time, been furni~hed to 
them (11). TbeHo Corps are still in exislonco, nod could readily be resuscitated by 
thdr original Commanding O.fficors wore they to receive encouragement to do Ro. 

Tho necct! .. ity for a large and centrally situated Drill Siled in the City of Winni­
peg is now more than ever apparent, and I may say that the success of tho new 
organization will g1oatly depend upon the early construction of such a building, as 
it bas been my experience that, although in tho first blush of Military enthm;iasm 
both Officers and men may bo ready and willing to expend their own private means 
on tho rental of tenomentt1 required for purpo·e~ of instruction, yet continued apathy 
on tho part of the Go~eroment, with regard to tho requirements and comforts of the 
CorpR, or n too par~imonious enJonvor to avoid necesi-ary expenditures, will eventually 
ro .. ult in di6contcnt and a proportionate diminution of intore&t in the work in hand.
