9. It is a great pleasure to me to be also able to place high among the graduates
of the College to the present date, equally for reliability, good conduct and industry,
the name of Sergeant-Major Doucet; the more so as this cadet is the first Canadian of
French race who has graduated from the college. .

10. The whole of the present graduates have qualified and are therefore eligible
for commissions in Her Majesty’s Service, if sufficient vacancies existed.
