It is
not by accident that Haida is known as “Canada’s
Fightingest Ship” as it earned an impressive war
record. Commissioned in August 1943 under the
command of Commander Harry DeWolf, Haida
began its career taking part in escort duty on
the famous Murmansk convoys.
